Death and judgment are com-
ing for all of us, yet many are refusing to  escape
through the blood of Jesus. The Bible says that the
result of sin is death (Romans 6:23), and after
death is the judgment (Hebrews 9:27).

Because of your sins, the death penalty is upon
you—not from a cruel commander, but from a
righteous God who hates sin. That same God loves
sinners, and has provided a way of escape from
eternal punishment. Just as these fugitives were
sheltered by the blood of that innocent goat, so can
you be sheltered by the blood of Jesus Christ who
died for your sins.  

There God
says, “When I see the blood, I will pass over you.”
Won’t you take refuge in the blood of Christ, the
only way to safety?
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
