His death on the cross is recorded in the
Bible. At His death, a Roman soldier said,
“Truly this was the Son of God” (Matthew
27:54 NKJV).

But the world did not accept Jesus. They
liked His miracles, but they hated what He
was: the Light, the Truth, and the living
expression of God Himself (John 1:1-14).

First secretly, then openly they declared,
