* God is eternal, having no begin-
ning and no end (Psalm 90:2; He-
brews 7:3).

* God is unchanging, both in His
being and in His Word (Malachi
3:6; James 1:17-18).

* God is holy and cannot tolerate sin
(Leviticus 20:26; 1 Peter 1:15-16).

* God is love in His very nature (1
John 4:8) and in His desire for us:
“For God so loved the world that He
gave His only begotten Son, that
whoever believes in Him should not
perish but have everlasting life”
(John 3:16).
